The project involved replacing the cable and attaching each 

strand of cable (5 in total) to the post structures on either end of the pit area. Once this was         

completed, the process of attaching the shade material to the structure commenced. It was all 

hands on deck with this process as the shade material had to be attached to the post        

structures and clipped along the outer wires for the entire length.
