Points of Interest...  

David Georgeson Memorial Competition  

 
The annual event of the David Georgeson Memorial Competition was held on the 28 

of February. It was great to see 13 members participating, with this figure nearly  

doubling last years entrants. The sun was out with light to moderate south easterly 

winds. Many of the competitors selected 2 minutes for their flight time, except some 

opted for 4 minutes for their maximum time. A variety of models were used for the 

competition from a wide array of gliders to trainer models. Every one who competed 

did exceptionally well with many entering the competition for the first time.  

The competition looked pretty tight with most flyers getting either spot on or a few 

seconds above or below their allocated time. As the flights progressed, the scores 

started to vary with a few pilots still in contention.  The final result to determine the 

placings came down to the last flights of Dave Harkins, Rory Birch and myself. My 

total score ended up being 0 for the event, however I broke the nose leg of my  

aircraft on my last flight. Dave also scored 0 leaving me to forfeit from the fly off due 

to my mishap. So, final placings were: Dave Harkins 1st, Matthew Dennis 2nd and 

Nick Welburn 3rd. After the completion of the event a sausage sizzle was available 

for all present. Thanks to the cooks (Bert F and Nick). John Stevens took on the role 

of contest director, due to Don Mackenzieõs absence.

¶ The costs for both irrigation (only fittings and piping) and asphalt were brought   

forward. The cost to asphalt the strip (200m long  x 10 m wide) with 25 mm  

          asphalt with no earthworks was quoted at $26,000. The cost for the irrigation                                                             

(with just the fittings and piping, etc.) was quoted at around $2,200. The motion 

to asphalt the strip was declined. Further irrigation costs are being obtained and 

will be brought to future meetings.           

¶ The club executive will look into a flow test to be completed for the bore as part 

of investigating irrigating the strip.
